When studying at Level 2, you will be in college for part of the week and on placement in
anursery or primary school for one or two days each week.

The programme will help you to understand your own personal and social development,
including how to behave professionally. It is very important that learners are able to
manage their own behaviour and follow the college rules, as young children learn how
to behave from the people around them, so we must be positive role models when
working with children.

Successful completion of Level 2 Diploma for the Early Years Practitioner, gives you a
licence to practice in an early years setting as a nursery assistant.
