At this level, learners will specialise further in motorcycle systems, focusing on
inspection, diagnostics, and repair. Building on the knowledge and experience gained at
Level 2, students will learn how to identify and diagnose a range of faults using
appropriate tools and techniques.

The course covers all major aspects of motorcycle technology and encourages a
deeper understanding of how systems interact and perform under different conditions.
This qualification is ideal for those aiming to progress into employment in the motorcycle
industry, move into an apprenticeship, or continue to higher-level technical training.

A mixture of workshop and theory sessions will ensure students gain both practical and
theoretical knowledge, preparing them for employment or further study in the
motorcycle industry.
